
HOW TO TAKE PART IN THE COMPETITION 
 
1. First of all read the teacher’s manual and see if you find the concept interesting. You can 
also see examples from the previous competition in Lycksele. 
 
2. Before you start the method as it is set out in the teacher’s manual, gather information 
about climate change and climate change adaptation in your region. Your local contact from 
Clim-ATIC will be able to help you out with climate change scenarios for example. OR you 
can use the information in the power point used in Lycksele as a guide on how to introduce 
the children into the topic. 
 
3. Inform the children about climate change and climate change adaptation. At the end inform 
them that they can take part in a climate change adaptation innovation contest. 
 
4. Follow the instructions in the manual on how to bring scrap to the school, what scrap to 
avoid etc. 
 
5. Get started! It might be a good idea to carry out the method during several lessons, since it 
takes some time. The children are encouraged to work in pairs in order to stimulate 
cooperation. 
 

    
 
6. After the children have developed their innovations, choose 3 innovations that will 
represent your school class  at the international contest. 
 
7. These innovations need to have photos taken of them, with descriptions, and sent to Clive 
Bowman (clive.bowman@perth.uhi.ac.uk) at the latest 1st October 2010. 
 
8. During October the children and the children’s parents will be able to vote on the 
innovations via the website and the participants at Clim-ATIC’s final conference will also be 
able to do so ( Held 26-28 October in Norway) 
 
9. The winner will be announced in the beginning of November.
