Clim-ATIC Project – Developing the Woodfuel Supply Chain in the Cairngorms National Park
You are cordially invited to take part in a workshop together with forest managers and industry representatives, local authorities, wood fuel suppliers and  installers to set the direction for a new demonstration project on ‘Improving the Wood Fuel Supply Chain in the Cairngorms National Park’. The workshop will take place on Thursday 16 October 2008, 10am until 3pm at Alvie Estate, Kincraig.  Full details of the programme for the day will be sent shortly.
The day will present a good opportunity to shape the development of this project, network with contacts and hear talks about latest developments in woodfuel both in Europe and in Northern Scotland.

This workshop is part of a wider €2.4 million project called Clim-ATIC (www.clim-atic.org ) which was launched In May this year and involves partners in the Northern Periphery region from Scotland, Norway, Sweden, Greenland and Finland.  Clim-ATIC has been awarded project funding by the European Commission’s Northern Periphery Programme and will run until January 2011. It involves community stakeholders working in partnership with public sector and academic institutions from five regions of northern Europe to explore the potential for different community sectors to deliver real adaptations to climate change that will also provide local economic and social advantages. 
The project is being led and managed by UHI Centre for Mountain Studies in Perth and the Project Co-ordinator is Clive Bowman.  The Forestry Commission and the Cairngorms National Park Authority are partners in this project which will include a number of activities and demonstration projects in the Cairngorms National Park including education, sustainable transport, tourism diversification and renewable energy.

The theme for the renewable energy demonstration project is ‘Developing the Wood Fuel Supply Chain in the Cairngorms National Park’.  Clim-ATIC can offer capital resources to help fund a demonstration as well as providing funding for study trips to other parts of Europe.  This workshop has been set up to give those working in this sector the opportunity to set the direction and scope for the project to make sure that these resources are used to best effect, 
The workshop will also include talks from Pieter Koffman, Senior Consultant Wood for Energy - Danish Forestry Extension on how experience from Europe can be applied here; and Ian Cowe, the Grampian Forestry Commission Biomass Development Officer, who will give an update on the regional position.

I do hope you will be able to participate in the day and bring along your ideas and experience to ensure that we develop a project that is both innovative and exciting and also complements current work going on in this area.
